. That approval to spend is granted for:

i) a Special Educational Needs and Disability Information, Advice and
Support (SENDIAS) service to a value of up to £1.75m over five years;

i) Care Support Services for Children with Disabilities to a value of £4m over
four years;

iii) High Cost Placements Framework to a value of to a value of up to £6m
(including accommodation costs) over four years; and

iv) an Out of County framework for care leavers to a value of £2.8m over four
years.

Delegated authority is approved for the Director of Children’s Services to
approve the necessary 0-19 unallocated grant fund should the SENDIAS
procurement process incur any delays.

Executive Summary

. The purpose of this paper is to gain approval to spend in relation to contracts

for services to be commissioned by Hampshire County Council’s Children’s
Services department.

This papers seeks approval to spend for a Special Educational Needs and
Disability Information, Advice and Support (SENDIAS) service, Care Support
Services for Children with Disabilities; High Cost Placements and an Out of
County framework for care leavers, in accordance with the Council’s Contract
Standing orders and Constitution.

. This paper seeks to:
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- give relevant background information on the Council’s obligations for
providing these services

- consider the finance and the impact on the budget
- highlight key issues

- request approval to spend for contracts set out in Appendix C.

3. SENDIAS

Contextual information

3.1 The SEND Code of Practice sets out the information, advice and support
which local authorities must provide for children, young people and parents,
covering special educational needs (SEN), disability, health and social care.
Specifically, the local authority must ensure children, young people and
parents are provided with information and advice on matters relating to SEN
and disability (Code of Practice paragraph 2.17).

3.2In Hampshire these services are currently provided by a combination of
Support4dSEND - an arms-length team of Hampshire County Council
employees, and a grant to the Rose Road Association covering the Parent
Voice service that gives parents advice and support about health and social
care. This combination generally enables greater breadth of provision than
statutorily required however there are some gaps around provision directly to
young people and some overlap in delivery. The Department wishes to
commission a single service that covers the statutory requirements.

Finance

3.3 The annual cost of a combined statutory service is estimated to be in the
region of £250,000 to £350,000 per annum. However this is yet to be tested
via market engagement. It is envisaged that combining the service will
contribute to transformation to 2019 savings for the department.

3.4 Current funding arrangements will need to be maintained during the
procurement and delegated authority is sought for the Director of Children’s
Services to approve the necessary 0-19 unallocated grant fund should the
procurement process incur any delays.

Consultation and equalities

3.5The Council will survey interested parties and service users about what factors
are important in commissioning a SENDIAS service. This survey is expected
to complete in early February 2018 and will inform an equality impact
assessment as part of the commissioning process.

Other key issues

3.6 Commissioning the service from an external provider is likely to have TUPE
implications for existing Council staff, and potentially for the Rose Road staff
who provide the Parent Voice service.
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Future direction

3.7 Tendering a SENDIAS service will provide better continuity over the contract
term for staff and service users.

4. Care Support for Children with Disabilities

Contextual information

4.1  Care Support is part of Hampshire County Council’s Children’s Services
Department’s range of services which support children and young people
with disabilities in accordance with our statutory duty. The children and
young people requiring care support services will include those with
severe disabilities such as learning disabilities, physical disabilities, autistic
spectrum disorders, behaviour that challenges and complex health needs.

4.2 The services to be provided as Care Support may include: support with
daily routines of getting up and going to bed; dressing/undressing;
showering/bathing; using the toilet; administering medication; supporting
programmes of communication, physical movement, or behaviour
management; providing support and supervision when accompanying the
child/young person when out in the community or when at the child/young
person’s home. This is not an exhaustive list of services/tasks.

4.3 In Hampshire these services are currently provided by a framework of
approved care providers. The Department wishes to review and re-procure
the framework to ensure that the quality and cost can be assured;
providers are able to meet demand and fulfil all commissioned care
packages; and to ensure that Contract Standing Orders are adhered to.

Finance

4.4  The annual cost of the Care Support service is estimated to be up to
£1,000,000 per year. To re-procure the framework for a four year contract
term would result in a £4,000,000 spend across the life of the contract.

Consultation and equalities

4.5 The Council is undertaking equality impact assessments as part of the
commissioning process.

Other key issues

4.6 To ensure that current service users are not negatively impacted by a
change in care arrangements

Future direction

4.7 A re-procured framework for Care Support will focus on improved
outcomes for young people.
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5. Out of County Framework for Care Leavers and High Cost Placements

Contextual information

5.1

5.2

Hampshire County Council has contracts in place for supported
accommodation for Care Leavers across the authority area. For varying
reasons, some Care Leavers need to be accommodated in other locations
outside of County borders. These tend to be in Southampton, Portsmouth,
Dorset, Bournemouth and Poole. In order to ensure that those placed in out
of county can access the same level of support and accommodation as
their peers placed within Hampshire, Childrens Services are collaborating
with six other Authorities to tender for a framework agreement in which to
purchase safe, good quality and cost effective placements.

An increasing number of young people aged 16+ are presenting, or are
already known, to Children’s Services with high needs that cannot be
supported within our contracted accommodation. These young people are
currently being supported in high cost accommodation which is
commissioned on a spot purchase basis. The intention is to tender for a
framework agreement to ensure that the quality and cost can be assured
and to ensure that Contract Standing Orders are adhered to.

Finance

The total annual spend for the out of county supported accommodation
within Hampshire will be in the region of £1.5 million, however this include
all the rents for the accommodation, the Authority is only liable for the rents
for unaccompanied asylum seekers with no recourse to public funds and
Care Leavers aged 16-17 years.

High Cost placement annual spend is up to £700,000 per annum. It is
anticipated that by utilising a framework contract rather than spot
purchasing and with other changes going ahead within the Supported
Accommodation service, this spend will reduce as well as offering better
outcomes for young people.
